Meanwhile, staff was dis-
patched to buy bedding for 14 horse stalls. 

On Tuesday each of the 14 horses was  
fitted with our special drill team tack (bridles 
and breast collars) so they could be identi-
fied as being part of the “Casper Team”.  
Then final adjustments were made to     

costumes the horses would wear for drill 
team appearances.   

Wednesday morning horse trailers and 
vehicles were packed with costumes, 
saddles, bridles, blankets, buckets, 
grooming equipment, helmets, hay, grain 
and horses. Karol picked up a ramp and 
mounting block from the 4-H office, then 
all of the above was transported to the 
Fairgrounds. 

Once the horses were in their stalls it 
was time for volunteers and staff to take 
them to get acquainted with the “Arena at 
the Fairgrounds.”  This is especially im-
portant for the “first time” horses at

Races.   

The events then shut down as riders , staff and volunteers 
attended the “Victory Banquet.” 

Friday morning seemed to come even earlier as the sec-
ond day of  events began.  All of the timed events: Barrel 
Racing and Pole Bending as well as the Drill Team Compe-
titions are held on Friday.

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Education Hours 

NARHA (North American Riding for the Handicapped 
Association) certified instructors are required to com-
plete 20 hours of education yearly in order to keep 
their certification current.  To this end Karol and 
Leigh headed off to Lexington, Kentucky on October 
29th  to attend the Certified Horsemanship Associa-
tion’s Fall Meeting.  

We then spent 2-1/2 days attending workshops on 
topics such as Dental Care for the Older Horse, Re-
lationship Training Taught To You By Your Horse, 
Riding For At-Risk Youth and Hands on Vaulting.  
The quality of the speakers was excellent and in-
cluded such Nationally known clinicians as Julie 
Goodnight and Lew Sterrett.  

Each attendee was allowed to sign up to ride in one 
of the lessons. What was learned was well worth the 
investment. Next year’s conference will be held at 
Colorado State University during the month of Octo-
ber..   

CHA is a safety certification organization which offers 
certification in more areas than therapeutic riding, 
although an IRD (Instructor of Riders with Disabili-
ties) is one certification which may be attained 
through their organization.
